A VISIT TO EDINBURGH

JOE: Peter and | have come to Edinburgh. He has invited me to visit Scotland. We

have come in his father’s car. It's nine o'clock in the morning, and we are getting ready to go
sightseeing in the town. ... Have you ever been here before Peter?

PETER: Yes, | was here once six years ago. So | shall not be a very goad guide. Don't you
know that Edinburgh has been called the modern Athens?

JOE: The modern Athens? Why?

PETER: Because no other city, since classical times, has owned so many Doric, lonic and
Corinthian columns, and because there are so many buildings that might be mistaken for
temples. Here we are in Princess Street.

JOE: This is the street which is shown on all postcards of Edinburgh, isn't it?

PETER: Yes, that's right. In Edinburgh, there is an Old Town and a New Town. The Old
Town is on a rock, crowned with a castle.

JOE: What is there in the New Town?

PETER: It's the residential, the elegant, the shopping and the big business side of the city.
JOE: Where shall we go first?

PETER: We'll go to the Old Town first. That is the Scott Monument, which also can be seen
on postcards of Edinburgh. It's a characteristic feature of Edinburgh, which is almost as well
known as the Castle.

JOE: What are we going to see first?
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PETER: We're going to see the Castle.

JOE: Shall we take a guide?

PETER: We can join one of those groups of tourists.

JOE: Good idea!

PETER: There's the guide. He is beginning to explain now.

GUIDE: We are in the Esplanade, and the Castle is there in front of us.

JOE: Isn't it a fine view!

GUIDE: It is said that the Castle is the beginning and end of Edinburgh, for it was there
before Edinburgh began, and if it were spirited away, an improbable event, that would be the
end of Edinburgh. It's like the guardian spirit of the town.

Let's go along this road which leads from the bridge, through seven lines of defence, to the
Palace buildings at the summit of the rock. On the way, we see the enchanting little Norman
Chapel, built in 1076 by Queen Margaret, the Saxon wife of Malcolm Canmore, elder son of
King Duncan, who was murdered by Macbeth in 1039. The chapel walls are older than any
existing building within the Castle, and they seem to hold memories of yet more distant years.
Close beside the Chapel is Mons Meg, a huge fifteenth century cannon, which fired a salute
when Mary, later Queen of Scots, became engaged to the Dauphin...

PETER: Have you understood everything?

JOE: I've understood most of it, but not everything because he had a Scottish accent.
Where shall we go now?

PETER: There are still a lot of places to see: the National

Gallery, the Royal Botanic Garden, the birthplace of

Robert Louis Stevenson, and, of course, the Palace of

Holyroodhouse, which is the official residence of her

Majesty the Queen when in Edinburgh.

JOE: Is it very old?

PETER: It was founded in 1128 by David |, King of Scots, after having a vision in which there
appeared to him a stag with a cross between its horns.

JOE: How long has Edinburgh been the capital of Scotland?

PETER: King James IV made Edinburgh the capital of Scotland at the beginning of the
sixteenth century. Now we're going along the Royal Mile.

JOE: What is that beautiful church over there?

PETER: That's the High Kirk of St. Giles. It is said to be the oldest church in Edinburgh.
JOE: It must be very old, then. What is the meaning of "kirk™?

PETER: It means “church” in Scottish. Well, | think we have seen everything. Are you tired?
JOE: Yes, a little. Sightseeing tires a bit.
